TEXAS SOCIETY OF PROFESSIONAL SURVEYORS AUXILIARY (TSPSA) is a non-profit organization 
attached to TSPS and has a Constitution and By-Laws, a portion of which follows: 
 
ARTICLE I – Organization and Purpose 

Section A – The name of the organization shall be the Texas Society of Professional 
Surveyors Auxiliary. 
Section B – The purpose of this organization shall be: 

1) To provide a closer fellowship among the members of the Auxiliary. 
2) To cooperate with the Texas Society of Professional Surveyors in promoting 

their profession. 
 

ARTICLE II – Membership and Dues 
Section A – Membership shall be open to any spouse, widow or widower, significant other 
or guest of a member of the Texas Society of Professional Surveyors. 
Section B – The annual dues shall be ten ($10.00) dollars per member per year, in addition 
to the convention registration fee of $25.00. 
Section C – The privilege of holding office, making motions, discussing and voting shall 
be open to any TSPSA member. 

 
At the annual TSPS Short Course, the TSPSA sponsors a variety of events for its membership, including 
a business meeting held on Saturday.  Planning of the events takes many months and is under the 
direction of the TSPSA Vice-President.  For 2009 that would be me, Jean Seipel.  To provide “closer 
fellowship” I would like to have hosts/hostesses from all over Texas.  There will be a need for volunteer 
host/hostesses for Registration, Hospitality, Membership, and Activity Leaders.

Meeting in Austin?
